KASICH ANNOUNCES APPOINTMENT TO THE FIFTH DISTRICT

COLUMBUS – Today Gov. John R. Kasich announced the appointment of Craig R. 
Baldwin of Newark (Licking Co.) to serve as a judge on the Fifth District Court of 
Appeals. Baldwin will assume office on March 11, 2013, and must run in November 
2014 in order to retain the seat for the unexpired term, which ends February 9, 2017.
